Discussion followed on who to gift with the benevolences 
we are withholding from the ELCA. Nancy Rowe/Bridget 
DeLong moved/seconded the motion to give the January 
2010 benevolence to Journey House (Campus Ministry at 
the University of Wisconsin - River Falls). Motion 
carried. Executive Committee - President Tracy Carlson 
thanked everyone for attending the Annual Meeting. She 
also shared communications from Baldwin Community 
Food Pantry thanking us for our continued support and 
from the Northwest Synod of Wisconsin making us aware 
that the synod staff was praying for our congregation the 
last week of January. They pray for one congregation in 
our synod each week.

The Committee hopes that these route options 
can be used as simple tools for the ushers to help provide 
the most comfort and confidence in carrying out the usher 
duties while also keeping flexibility in mind for the future. 

It was suggested that if traffic is moving in both 
directions down the aisles (the clockwise options) that the 
pews be moved apart a bit for more room to walk.
